· Last week we completed many of our chapters and we will begin new chapters this week.  

· In Religion we will identify ways that’s people followed Jesus, discuss the Great Commandment, and identify all people as our neighbors.  

· New Sight Words were sent home today.  Please take time to practice these words each night with your child.  This is part of their homework.  Many children still continue to struggle with these words.  Remember that your child should be able to read and recognize all of the sight words (including words from the previous weeks).

· This week in reading we will begin reading stories.  We will practice our comprehension skills as well.  The students will practice writing sentences, use context clues and understand stories, and focus on the sound of short a. Please practice this sound at home with your child. (short a like apple) Friday there will be a vocabulary and comprehension test.  

· In Spelling we will continue working on final sounds.  

· In Math we will work on odd and even numbers, using 2 parts to make numbers, find the missing parts of number (subtraction), and review learned material.

· In Health we will discuss the importance of keeping of teeth healthy.  We will identify our two sets of teeth, discuss the importance of brushing and flossing, and the proper functions of the teeth.

· We will have a test on Chapter 2 in Science on Wednesday.

· In Phonics we will begin the sound of short I (like in igloo).
