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First Grade Newsletter

· Today we gathered as a school for a Prayer Service for the Blessed Sacrament. 

· This week in Religion we will have a test on Chapter 3 tomorrow.  Today I reviewed with the children.  We will begin talking about how people prepared for the coming of Jesus and how to share God’s love.  

· New Sight Words were sent home today.  Please be sure to practice these words each night.  This is part of homework.  There are many children that are struggling with these words.  As a reminder, many of these words are a review from Kindergarten.  Your child should be able to read and recognize all of these words, including words from the previous weeks.  I began testing the children today. 

· In Reading we will focus on the initial sound of j, w, v, and short e.  Please review these sounds.  Some children are having a very difficult time with letters and sounds.  In first grade, your child should know all of the letters, the sounds, and how to write them.  Please practice this at home as part of homework.  This week we will spend a lot of time learning how to write sentences. 

· In Spelling, we will continue working on initial sounds.  We will practice z, j, k, and w.  

· In Math we have been working on graphs and took our test last week.  Most of the children did well.  I will send those home this week.  This week we will begin a form of addition.  We will show numbers using 2 parts (up to 10). 

· In Health we will continue talking discussing what a family is, polite actions, and skills for resolving conflicts.  

· In Science we will continue talking about habitats. 
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In Phonics there will be a test on initial, final and medial sounds tomorrow. We will then begin working on the sound of short a.
