· In Reading this week we will practice sight words, identify the sound of initial h, d, k, and short o.  We will also work on the sound of –ot and –op. The students will also be exposed to stories of fact and fantasy, and identify the difference between phrases and sentences. 

· In Spelling, we will continue working on initial sounds as well. 

· Last week in Math, we started to talk about pictographs.  We will continue to create and analyze graphs.  We will also practice solving problems by using data in bar graphs.  On Thursday, the children will have their first Math Test on Chapter 1.  We will review for the test on Wednesday.  

· In Health we will identify our five senses.  We will discuss ways in which we use our senses.

· We will begin Chapter 2 in Science.  We will start by talking about habitats.

· In Social Studies we will identify customs and traditions and celebrations and families. 

· In Phonics we will identify double final sounds and medial sounds.  Please practice this at home.
