The children are counting down the days for our zoo trip on Tuesday, October 18th.  We are preparing for our zoo trip by providing experiences to help the children learn some basic concepts. These include: living things are either plants or animals, all animals need food and water to live, animals get their food in different ways, each animal moves in its own way, animals makes different sounds, a zoo is where animals are kept, and people go to the zoo to look at the animals. We will also look at the different animal habitats and learn about the zookeepers and veterinarians who care for the animals.   

Show the children pictures of zoo animals from books or magazines to help develop their observation skills. In preschool, the children will look at posters of animals, hear stories about zoo animals and other animals, use animal cookie cutters with play dough, make animal models with clay, listen to animal sounds, and make homes for animals in the block center.
