Subject News


Religion: Confirmation is coming soon. Feb. 17th  is the date! There is a confirmation fee that is due by Dec. 1st. That fee is $25.00. Please submit your payment to the office as soon as possible. 

Your child’s service hours sheet is also due on Dec. 1st. Service hours should be some type of service to the community not extra chores at home. This will give the students a chance to experience how it feels to help some who are not as fortunate as we may be. The students are presently working on a research paper of their chosen saint. This paper is also due on Dec 1st. Thank you for your cooperation in completing these assignments. Homework in Religion will be sporadic but twice a week is probably a good guide.

Literature: We will be continuing to strengthen our knowledge of reading strategies, making connections, asking questions, clarifying, predicting, using our senses, and evaluating our stories to help the students to enjoy reading. Reading can take you wherever and whenever you want to go!! Children should read for excitement and pleasure. It is supposed to be fun!! Encourage them to read at home…..the paper with mom and dad, a story to little brother or sister, a magazine to grandma or grandpa, or just something they are interested in. Please visit the Chicago Public Library (CPL). It is a wonderful source of information and fun! Homework in Literature will be sporadic but twice a week is probably a good guide.

Math:  The curriculum in Math has been revised. The goal is to complete two sections of a chapter every week. In a perfect world this will be the plan. Mon.- cover the concept in class with students working through exercises at seat and board, homework is issued. Tue- correct homework and clear all misconceptions of covered concepts. Wed./Thur. will follow schedule as noted with a test or quiz on Fri. If time permits we will be applying practical applications for our math concepts. i.e. if we are studying area we may measure areas of the school to determine the amount of tile or paint we must purchase to complete our project. I feel it is very important to show the students that they may need these math concepts in the real world.

Social Studies: We have completed our education of geography for the school year although we will definitely be referring back to the concepts we covered we will be moving in to the History section of Social Studies. Just as in Math we are hoping to cover two sections per week with a project, test or quiz on Friday. Warning!!!!! I love to have the students complete projects! Their first one is due Mon. They need to choose a landform and create a model of it. They may work individually or with a partner. 

English Composition/Spelling: The students have a pretest every Monday and the final test every Friday (time permitting). They are also required to complete one chapter per week in their spelling workbooks. This assignment counts as a quiz grade. At present the chapter they should be completing is # 11. All other chapters should be completed. We will be having a spelling bee after every revue chapter (every sixth chap). Winners will receive gift cards! $15 first pl., $10 second pl., $5 third pl.

If you have any questions or comments I highly encourage you to email me at olsbrzozowski@yahoo.com. CPL has many public computers and the assistance to familiarize patrons in using them at each site. Or phone the school and leave a message. All the students are welcome to see me after school for any help they may need in understanding any concepts we cover in class. I almost never leave the school before 3pm and if I am able to stay I will be here for as long as they need me. Tests must be made up in a timely fashion. Homework is due on Fri. unless noted otherwise. If homework is one day late 20% is deducted from the top. After that it is a zero in the homework category but the student will get credit for finishing the work in the participation category. I stress effort in our classroom!!  
Tests = 30%      Quizzes = 20%       Homework = 15%      Participation = 35%
